1.	 Remove the 7/8" metal knockout (2nd from the left) on the top side of the enclosure. This hole is for 

the Antenna.
2.	 Install the Antenna onto the Uplink Radio, then place the unit inside the enclosure on the left side with 

the antenna protruding through the knockout hole.
3.	 Locate the plastic strap supplied with the Uplink 2500 Radio.  Place the strap across the Radio and 

line it up with the two (2) mounting holes in the back of the enclosure.
4.	 Secure the bracket and radio using two (2) #* x 3/8" type F sheet metal screws (not supplied).
5.	 Connect a 16.5VAC, 45VA AC Transformer (not supplied) to the AC terminals on the  

P624 power supply board.
6.	 Connect the Power Output Terminals of the Elk-P624 to the 12VDC inputs on the Uplink 2500 Radio. 

Observe POLARITY!   NOTE: Be certain the P624 is configured for 12VDC.
7.	 Connect the Uplink 2500 Radio to other alarm equipment per the instructions packed with those 

products.
